In ree Fire, however,
he gets over cleanly. Pickett, having been fired as a game warden, is working as foreman of his father-in-law's ranch
when Wyoming's |oose-cannon governor, Spencer Rulon, reinstates him--not to work his old district but to investigate,
without official support, acrimein Y ellowstone National Park. A lawyer has found alegal loophole that allows him to
kill four campers and walk away scot-free, enraging Rulon.
