The strengths are in the author's presentation of 
characters - especially the main character, Jonathan Blair, an expat who feels more at home in primitive Africa than 
civilized England and a character who could have stepped from the pages of a Graham Greene novel, and the setting, 
Wigam, a coal mining town in rural England which is a veritable soot filled earthly hell. Our tour through this seldom 
portrayed aspect of Victorian England is grimly fascinating and the author's descriptive powers are such that every 
scene is vividly clear in the mind's eye.What is not successful, however, is the plot. The initial premise is interesting, 
but the follow through leaves a lot to be desired. Many significant moments in the story are simply unbelievable 
(disquise and mistaken identity are creaky plot devices, especially when the parties involved are lovers)and the final 
resolution of the mystery was, for me anyway, a let down.Still, I give this book four stars because it was such fun to 
read just from the point of view of experiencing something completly different. If the story had been as believable as 
the description of place and character it would have been an excellent, rather than simply good, book.0 von 0 Kunden 
fanden die folgende Rezension hilfreich.
